Introductory letter to parents/carers or guardians 
The aim of this letter is to welcome your child to the Sewerby Cricket Club and to provide you with some information about its activities. The club provides opportunities for young people between the ages of 8 and 16 years to receive coaching and to play competitive cricket. 
The club has achieved ECB Clubmark Accreditation, which is awarded to cricket clubs by the England and Wales Cricket Board, when the cricket club is able to demonstrate that it meets the ECB Clubmark criteria as across four areas: Duty of Care and Safeguarding Children; the Cricket Programme the club offers, Sports Equity and Ethics and Club Management. ECB Clubmark is an acknowledgement that we take these issues seriously and that we are striving to provide a high quality and welcoming environment for young participants in cricket.

Further confirmation is provided by the Focus Club Status conferred by the YCB and Sewerby CC was the first cricket club in the East Riding of Yorkshire to achieve level 2 of the East Riding Club Accreditation Scheme. (ERCAS)
This year we have entered two teams (U15A & U15B) in the Derwent Valley Junior League. Each will play 14 league matches plus some cup games. Most matches will be on Sunday mornings but, because of the demand for pitches, the “B” team will have some matches on Wednesday evenings. The “B” team will comprise mainly juniors in school years 7 & 8 (U13s) although some year 9 &10s may play if the need arises.    Although payment of the Club Membership Subscription does not guarantee a place in the team, we will try to ensure, that all those whose standard is good enough, will have a chance to play.

The U11 team will play in the newly-formed Scarborough District League and friendly matches are being arranged for the U9s.
All coaching is by qualified coaches who are trained and have been screened for their suitability for working with young people. We aim to have a qualified First Aider present at each coaching session.

We welcome parents to all training and competitions and value your support. However please note that under the terms of our lease, only officially designated cars may be parked near the cricket pavilion. Parents’ cars should be parked in the car park on the cliff top, kindly provided by Charlie Kilburn of the Ship Inn. 

Below is some information about training times and dates, and details regarding travel arrangements, kit and club registration.
Training sessions take place as follows:
Indoor every Monday evening, for U13s and U15s from Jan till Easter in the Bridlington School Sports Hall, Bessingby Road. 

U11 and U9s every Friday evening Jan until Easter in the Bridlington Sports Centre, Gypsey Road.

Cost £1.00 per week or one single payment of £10.00 to cover all sessions.

Outdoor weekly during the cricket season at the Sewerby Cricket ground .These outdoor sessions are free for members who have paid their subscription. 
Starting after Easter:
U11s & U9s (School year 6 and below) from 5.00 p.m. until 6.00 p.m. on Tuesdays.

School year 7 and above from 6.30 p.m. until 7.30 p.m. on Tuesdays, though sessions may be extended on lighter and warmer evenings.
Arrangements should be made for your child to travel to and from training sessions and matches. We appreciate it if children arrive promptly and are collected promptly at the end of the session. 
If you are going to be late picking up your child, please contact the appropriate coach to let them know. 
Membership will be allocated on a first come first served basis and if necessary a waiting list will be created. Any Junior who misses more than two consecutive training sessions, without suitable explanation, may lose his / her place to one on the waiting list.

Juniors please remember:

Club kit consists of:

For indoor practice sessions: track suit or School P.E. kit, clean trainers. In the interests of hygiene, players are expected to provide their own abdominal protector. (cricketer’s box) 
For outdoor practice sessions: as for indoor plus warm sweater. Studded boots must not be worn in the practice nets.

For matches: plain white shirt, white trousers, white long sleeve and / or sleeveless jumper  

with blue and gold trim, cricket boots or trainers. Blue Club Cricket caps (adjustable size, modern style) and dark blue Sewerby Jackets with Club logo are available from the Club).
All Juniors pay a yearly subscription to be a member of Sewerby C.C. usually no later than 30th April. The subscription is £15.00 for all under 16 year olds. There are no additional fees for cricket matches.

Newly-joined Juniors may attend three free outdoor coaching sessions before payment becomes due.

Membership application forms are available at coaching sessions.
Automatic Non- Voting Membership Status for Parents / Carers or Guardians:
Junior membership of the club also provides that the parent(s) / carer(s) / guardian(s) of the child, are given free non-voting membership of the club as part of that junior membership. This applies to parent(s) / carer(s) or guardian(s), whose name(s) are given on the Junior Application Form. This entitles the parent(s) / carer(s) / guardian (s) no additional privileges that would otherwise be gained by paying the appropriate adult membership fee(s). Any use of facilities (for example social / training / playing) may incur such charges as applicable to relevant adult membership. 

Full playing or non-playing membership is available to parent(s) / carer(s) or guardian(s) by completing the Adult Application Form and paying the appropriate subscription.

· act as the first point of contact for the reporting of Child Welfare and Protection concerns

· help and safeguard young people by assisting in the promotion and implementation of the Welfare of Young People Policy at a Club level

· assist in the raising of awareness of others at the Club in respect of Child Protection

· be a source of advice and information within the club

· uphold confidentiality, as far as is practical in all Child Protection matters

Sewerby C. C. has adopted the following Codes of Conduct issued by the E.C.B.
Code of Conduct / Rules for Young People
Members are encouraged to be open at all times and to share any concerns or complaints that they may have about any aspect of the club with Michael Griffiths, Child Welfare Officer.

As a member of Sewerby C C you are expected to abide by the following junior code of conduct:

All members must play within the rules and respect officials and their decisions.

All members must respect the rights, dignity and worth of all participants regardless of gender, ability, cultural background or religion.

Members should keep to agreed timings for training and competitions or inform their coach or team manager if they are going to be late.

Members must wear suitable kit –– for training and match sessions, as agreed with the coach/team manager.

Members must pay any fees for training or events promptly.

Junior members are not allowed to smoke on club premises or whilst representing the club at competitions.

Junior members are not allowed to consume alcohol or drugs of any kind on the club premises or whilst representing the club.

ECB recommended Code of Conduct for Parents/Guardians:
1. Encourage your child to learn the laws of the game and to play within the spirit of those laws. 

2. Discourage unfair play and disputes with officials/coaches.

3. Help your child to recognise good performance, not just results.

4. Never force your child to take part in any sport.
5. Set a good example by recognising fair play and by applauding the good performances of all.
6. Never punish or belittle a child for losing or making mistakes.

7. Publicly accept the judgement of officials without argument or comment.

8. Support your child’s involvement and help them to enjoy cricket and to develop within it.

9. Use correct and proper language at all times.

10. Do not forget, children are involved in organised sport for their enjoyment and not yours.  

The club has issued guidelines for changing as it affects junior members.  These guidelines are shown below.  There is also an equity statement, which outlines the open constitution which the club adopts.  A copy of the Constitution is available in the club room.
Club Changing Policy.

The circumstances under which the following are likely to apply, occur when a player under the age of 16 years is picked to play for senior teams; e.g. first, second or third XI, Academy XI or Sunday XI.

1. Adults should try to change and shower at separate times to young players.

2. If adults and young players need to share a changing facility, the Club will require consent from the parent that their child/children can share a changing room with adults in the Club.

3. If young players are uncomfortable changing or showering with adults, no pressure will be placed upon them to do so. They would be encouraged to do this at home.
Parents please remember

· Only official cars are allowed near the Sewerby CC pavilion or around the ground. Parking for parents is available at the rear of the Ship Inn. 

· Parents are asked to ensure that arrangements are made for delivering their youngsters to the appropriate Cricket Ground and collecting them from it for training and for both home and away matches. (Route directions for reaching away fixtures can be supplied if required.) Under the new regulations governing Child Welfare, Sewerby C. C. can no longer accept responsibility for transporting Junior players to venues.
· Club Coaches welcome assistance at practices, on match days at the ground or at away games. Please discuss with the Coaches how you could help.
