Top score of the season Mr. James Faulkner (90) and best wicket haul Mr. O’Grady with 8 for 48.    

For every game we put out a competitive side and if there were vacancies they were ably filled by the emerging players from the junior ranks, Mr. Mitchinson-Singh, Mr. Pearson and Mr. Jason and Mr. Matthew Faulkner.

There were many highlights, and as always its so hard to choose just a couple; I am reminded of nearly losing Mr. Dandy in the fog at Ravenscar, there was the run out contrived from a side foot pass to Mr. O’Grady, and I did enjoy my four wickets at Wombleton, but these were just three amongst many.

To finish there are some thanks; to our umpire Mr. Howard Nind, our scorer Mrs Rennoldson, the groundsmen and to all those other folks who either through lifts, or teas, or encouragement or massage, made our season such a success. Finally, I would like to thank the leader of this band of Marauders, the diving, catching, bowling, batting all action Mr. Moorehouse, this was one Ernie that really did deliver.
